their relationships and exercise greater curatorial 
freedom with less financial strain and more emo-
tional engagement. TAF bets on the talents and the 
genuine collectors, galleries and institutions who 
can support them and boost their career. In 2022, 
the average age of artists exhibited at TAF was less 
than 35 years old, and more than half were female.
